The sources to identify these companies
were found on the web. In the Google search
engine, | typed: “the arms companies that
earn the most money in the current situation
of international military conflicts.” To be more
equitable, | looked for arms companies out-
side the Western bloc, such as companies
from the Middle East, Russia, and China.
During the visit to the ARCO fair, no one com-
mented on the shirt; no one seemed to notice
the conceptual background of the occurren-
ce. It is understandable that the minimal pu-
blicity these types of companies engage in,
the nocturnal nature of their operations, and
the secrecy with which they close their deals
with various governments make them prac-
tically unknown to the majority of the public.
